Started looking on antiquity and selling sites to find more leads on possible titles and provenance

I thought it was terracotta, but it may be made of "earthenware" found similar objects, but not sure on the provenance of them. feeling more and more likely this is pre columbian. find two other worldly museums to search their collections too

find a pre columbian museum and search through their collection database decided to go back to antiquties and ebay where theyre selling these things, and lo and behold https://www.ebay.com/itm/166034784221 it looks eerily similar stylewise

DumBarton Oaks museum of pre columbian art, Tlatilco, Middle Preclassic. might be a slight lead, has some similar artistic trends

change is brewing, it might be Mayan. switching sides

search through collections with Tlatilco artifacts, specifically pay attention to male ones HAHA, a possible lead. Colima vs Tlatilco. the latter has more relevant traits (the eyes, nose, and mouth are al familiar to my object)

Remojada is from Late Classic Veracruz, which lasted from 300 - 600, Located in the Gulf Coast of Mexico, they existed before the Aztecs. Veracruz still exists, and Townsend's objects have been up for auction since his death at the age of 92

but where did townsend get his objects? when was it given to newfields? https://peabody.andover.edu/2018/03/30/birdstones/ 

his wife died in '88, so it had to have been gifted before then
